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We teach our children to do so many things well, but not all schools and colleges find it easy to help their students to understand the complexity of the world in which we live and to encourage them to take action in support of global communities. Craven Development Education Centre can help to bring the world into your classroom so please use us whether it’s resources you want to borrow, support with becoming a Fairtrade school, advice on building a partnership with a school in a developing country, stimulating global activities or someone to lead a global citizenship workshop. 
Ruth Robinson from Oldfield Primary School and Teresa Mann from Skipton Girls’ High have sent these reports which show how exciting learning can be when injected with a global dimension, using resources from Craven DEC.

Sustainable Schools Activity Week at Oldfield Primary School
“We worked with the Yorkshire Dales Millennium Trust and Craven DEC to engage our forty four children and staff in various activities relating to sustainability on a local, national and global level. The first day was spent at Haworth Youth Hostel where we did lots of exciting activities including an environmental jigsaw hunt. Back in school on day 2 we concentrated on sowing seeds, planting a hedge, tidying raised beds and preparing tubs and baskets for the playground. The next day was taken up with food issues. We talked about where our food came from, food miles and played lots of games on loan from Craven DEC. Day 4 was divided into four workshops - Water, Rubbish, The Paper Bag Game and What can we do? The last day was Fair Trade day and the children baked fairtrade cakes and biscuits which were sold during a Coffee afternoon. There was a Fairtrade stall and a professional story teller in the school assembly which parents were invited to attend. One parent spoke about why she uses Fairtrade products in her café and the children showed what they had been working on during the week. It was a great success and there was a real buzz in school that week. Many children said how much they had enjoyed the activities and staff and parents commented on how it had made them think about their impact on the world”.

Using global artifacts at Skipton Girls’ High School
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“During the autumn term the art teachers visited Craven DEC’s Resource Centre in St Andrew’s Church Hall and selected a range of items to borrow, including masks, wood carvings, textiles and dream catchers. Back at school they were displayed in the Art Department where students working towards their GCSE, AS and A2 examinations used them in the planning of their final pieces of work. A collection of small carved and brightly coloured wooden toucans proved to be an excellent stimulus for Yr 7 students during their work on colour. They drew the birds from observation and looked at mixing and blending colours using different materials. They enjoyed having their own bird to work from, particularly as each one was a slightly different shape and range of colours.”
Millennium Development Goals

In September 2000, all members of the United Nations agreed a timetable of measurable goals for combating poverty. At the heart of this are the Millennium Development Goals or MDGs, eight goals to be achieved by 2015. These were adopted by 189 nations and form a blueprint which has galvanized unprecedented efforts to reduce poverty.
We are now more than half way through the fifteen year period that was agreed to realise them
BUT many people in this country have never heard of the MDGs even though they aim to lift 500million people out of poverty by 2015.
If the goals are realised fewer women will die in childbirth, fewer people will die from treatable diseases, many more boys and girls will go to school and the lives of millions of people will improve dramatically. Yet in 2008 there are still 72million children who miss out on education completely. The majority are girls, over a third have a disability and half live in areas affected by war and conflict.

For the first seven goals the onus is on the governments of developing countries to ensure that targets are met or bettered, but it is goal number eight that will create conditions for achieving the other seven. The responsibility falls on the rich countries and the wider ‘global community’ to reduce debt, to give more and better aid and to make trade fairer.

On Tuesday July 8th a selection of Yr 9 students and their teachers from all the secondary schools in Craven, and Nidderdale High School, will have the opportunity to spend a whole day of fun activities related to the MDG’s. The following week we hope that they will feel inspired to do the activities they enjoyed the most with their peers back in their own schools. Don’t feel left out if you’re a primary school because a day for Yr 6’s will be arranged in 2009. Please let Liz, our coordinator, know when would be the best time for this.

In the meantime why not try this activity which is based on a traditional game and will help your students develop an appreciation of diversity and test their memory skills. 

Begin by saying ‘I am connected to the wider world by…………’ and put in a connection. Connections can include the food they like to eat, holidays abroad, relatives who live overseas, where they were born, where the clothes they are wearing were made etc. Ask the next person to repeat the connection and add in their own. For example, ‘Louise is connected to the wider world because her gran lives in Thailand. I am connected because I like to eat Italian food.’ As the sentence continues round the class, the list will grow. Once everyone has had a chance to take part you can ask these questions:
· Have students found out anything they didn’t know about each other?

· Are they surprised by the number of connections that we have with other places?

· Can they think of any other connections that they have with other countries?

· How do these connections enrich our lives?

This course is aimed at all teachers involved in learning partnerships and those considering developing a partnership with a school in the developing world. It follows on from the twilight courses held last term but there is no requirement to have attended one of those. During the day there will be inputs from teachers that have built successful partnerships and there will be opportunities to learn from others about embedding a global dimension in the ethos and curricula of your school.  Opportunities and practical ways for schools to collaborate on curriculum development will be identified and everyone will take away a step by step guide to a successful school link.
