Extracts from letters from returning volunteers

Emily Smith was a Yr 13 student at Skipton Girls’ High School when she applied for a volunteer placement in Tanzania with a charity called ‘Village-to-Village’ which is based in Bingley. She is now studying at the University of Bath. She wrote:
The village I was staying in was called Uchira and it was the friendliest village ever. I spent most of my time in Uchira teaching. Teaching adults English was my favourite activity because the students loved the lessons and if we hadn’t set up the class they wouldn’t have had the chance to learn English. I also taught maths at the village secondary school. There was one textbook per class so I had to write everything on the blackboard. 

One day we visited an orphanage where all thirty children had AIDS. At first I felt sorry for these children because they had no parents but then I realised that they were the lucky ones because they had people to care for them and hundreds of others did not. The orphanage was run entirely by volunteers and it seemed a lovely caring place.

Being in Tanzania has made me realise how superficial and materialistic the UK is. Most people in the village had just two sets of clothes and it made me feel guilty and stupid for spending so much money on clothes. I’m planning to go to Uchira again next year as I now feel very attached to the people there.

Harriet Carr, who is presently a Yr 13 student at Skipton Girls’ High School worked in the Mwokoeni Children’s Centre and School in the slums of Bombolulu, fifteen kilometers from Mombassa Island. She wrote: The ages of the children at the school range from three to seventeen and although it is a school, its main priority is to get the children off the streets. Being one of few foreigners to visit the school was amazing. Some of the younger ones would rub my white skin so hard as if they thought it would rub off. They were fascinated by my freckles and loved my camera. 
I would describe each and every child at the school as extremely happy, full of hope, generous, open, passionate, and most of all grateful for what they have. I was living in poverty alongside the children, some of whom had no parents, and I couldn’t have been having a better time. The huge smiles on the children’s faces could fool anyone into thinking they were some of the most well off children in the world.
