25th March 2007 marks the 200th anniversary of the Abolition of the Slave Trade in Britain and the colonies – the first step to outlawing slavery altogether. The campaign to abolish the trade was the first example of mass public protest in Britain, with people from all walks of life working together.
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This can be a sensitive topic to study and may rouse strong feelings regarding both historical atrocities and contemporary issues. The slave trade can be taught as part of English, Geography, History, the Arts, PSHE / PSE / PSED and Citizenship or as a cross-curricular project. 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The Anti-Slavery website ‘Breaking the Silence’ www.antislavery.org/2007 highlights why it is so important to teach about the slave trade, and how learning about the causes and consequences of the slave trade can help students to reflect on and understand its impacts on society today. ‘Stop The Traffic’

On a cold January night 300 people attended the ‘Stop the Traffic’ event at Bradford Cathedral. Onto a big screen came the faces of people whose lives should sparkle but instead were powerless, unloved, and invisible apart from their function as slaves.
Through words, images and song we were shown some of the appalling conditions that over a million children live in, the streets where some of the 700,000 people trafficked for sexual exploitation. People trafficking is up there with armaments and drugs as a source of income for the criminal underworld, and this is not just in far flung places but in Bradford, Keighley and Skipton.
The numbers became difficult to absorb and individual stories struck home so hard that we were in danger of compassion overload but there was hope and below are some of the organisations working on behalf of enslaved people:

10 ideas to bring Fairtrade alive in your school.

1. Organise a Fairtrade Treasure Hunt – use clues and a map to find Fairtrade products hidden around the school.

2. Set up a Fairtrade tuck shop selling Fairtrade snacks at break and dinner times (see www.fairtrade.org.uk for suppliers).

3. Run a Fairtrade coffee morning or hold a Fairtrade breakfast or lunch.
4. Hold a Fairtrade Assembly - download (‘Your School and the Fairtrade Mark’ at http://www.fairtrade.org.uk/downloads/pdf/fairtradeinyourschool.pdf
5. Produce a display with posters, giant Fairtrade packaging, and information about producers and products or make a video to show in school.

6. Invite a speaker to give an assembly or run a workshop. Contact Traidcraft on 0191 491 0591 or Craven DEC on 01729 830 372.
7. Carry out a product survey in the local supermarket, health food or Fair Trade shop about Fairtrade products, and produce a report for the shop manager.
8. Hold a Fairtrade fashion show.

9. Complete a ‘Fairtrade Audit’ of the school, using student and staff questionnaires.
10 Become a Fairtrade school (see below)

Interested in Fairtrade? Want to encourage students to understand Fairtrade? Already doing work about Fairtrade? Then become a Fairtrade School. The scheme will be formally launched in Fairtrade Fortnight 2007 by the Fairtrade Foundation. 
What is a Fairtrade School?

A school that is committed to Fairtrade, sells and uses Fairtrade products as far as it can, and raises awareness of Fairtrade in the school and local community. 

How do I become a Fairtrade school?

GOAL 5. Commit to promoting and taking action for Fairtrade in school and the wider community
What do I do now?

· E-mail schools@fairtrade.org.uk to let the Fairtrade Foundation know that your school is working towards becoming a Fairtrade school. You will be kept up to date with the latest news about Fairtrade Schools. 

· Get support within school. Form a Fairtrade Action group. 
· Start with the easiest bits first - it’s about making lasting changes in your school so it will probably take you about a year to do everything. Collect evidence so you can let us know when you apply for your certificate.
