Craven DEC will be offering Active Citizenship Days during Fairtrade Fortnight next year – 23rd February to 9th March 2009.

In our fast-moving 21st century society, young people hold the key to creating different and just futures but they need to be equipped with the right tools, knowledge and understanding, to participate in society as active and responsible citizens. With this in mind, on July 8th Craven DEC and the Centre for Global Education at York St John University, facilitated an event hosted by Craven College which meant that 56 Yr 9 students and their teachers from Aireville, Ermysteds, Nidderdale High, Skipton Girls’ High, South Craven and Upper Wharfedale schools were able to spend a day together exploring the link between their own lives and people, places and issues throughout the world. The day was structured around practical student-centred workshops which focused on the Millennium Development Goals.
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The feedback from the students was positive and optimistic - everyone went home inspired in some way to make changes in their own life. Most said that they would act as ambassadors back at school as they felt better equipped to do so and realised that what they do in their daily life affects people in other countries. Already students have led activities in Geography lessons and there are presentations planned for assemblies and in Citizenship lessons this term. Some may be inspired to join campaigns. For example, Stand up and take action against poverty and inequality -   17th to 19th October
Last year 43.7m people in 127 countries took part and broke the world record for the most people to stand up against poverty in one day. This year participants are being encouraged to take part over three days and make their action more visible to politicians.
