The Cotton Grower
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You grow cotton on your small family farm. 

You have to work very hard. You have to plough the land, sow the cotton seed, take out the weeds, add fertilizer, spray the plants with insecticide and pick the cotton by hand.

When the cotton has been picked you have to take out all the seeds and pack it into bales.

You earn money by selling the cotton you grow to a cotton supplier.

The Cotton Supplier
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You buy bales of cotton from cotton growers and sell them to the cloth makers.
You have to arrange the transport of the cotton, by ship, from the country where the cotton is grown to the country where the cloth is made.

You earn money by selling the cotton to the cloth maker at a higher price than you paid the cotton grower.

The Cloth Maker
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You make cloth from cotton in a weaving factory.

When you get the cotton bales you have to untangle all the fibres, spin them into cotton threads, weave them into cloth and dye the cloth blue.
The machines that weave the cloth are expensive. You will need a lot of money to repair or replace them if they break down.
You earn money by selling the cloth you make to the jean maker.

The Jean Maker
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You make jeans from cotton cloth in a garment factory.
When you get the cloth you have to cut it into pieces of the right shape and sew them together to make the jeans.

You have to make sure that the jeans you make are of the size and style that people want. You also have to work very quickly – fashion can change.
You earn money by selling the jeans you make to the clothes shop.

The Clothes Shop
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You buy jeans from the jean maker and sell them in your shop.

Your shop has to be in a city centre or shopping centre where there are lots of people. 

Your shop has to be attractive and the jeans you sell have to be of the size and style people want.
You earn your money by selling jeans to people but there is no guarantee that they will buy them.
