Lessons Plan – A Piece of the Action
	Year Group: 5

	Subject: Africa Day

	Lesson Date:

	Lesson Time: Approximately 40 minutes

	Learning Objectives: What you want the pupils to learn by the end of the lesson.
E.g. knowledge and understanding; skills; values and attitudes.
· To show what happens to cotton in the production of a pair of jeans.
· To promote discussion about what proportion of the selling price should go to the cotton producer.


	Lesson Plan: What you will do during the lesson.
E.g. introduction; content; review.
Instructions:

· (Optional) Use the ‘A Piece of the Action’ Power Point to introduce the production process associated with a pair of jeans.

· Divide the class into 5 groups. Give each group a copy of the activity sheet ‘A piece of the Action’.
· Allocate each group a role. Give each group their role card. Ask them to decide on how much of the selling price they think they should get.
Discussion:

· Draw the following table without the figures in the actual proportion column.

· Ask each group to tell the other groups how much they think they should get. Encourage them to justify why. 
· Record each amount (initial proportion). Add up the amounts (likely to be greater than £24.00). Ask the groups to reconsider how much they should get. Negotiate down to £24.00. 

· Record each reconsidered amount (negotiated proportion). Reveal the actual proportions. 

· Ask each group whether they are satisfied with the proportion they actually receive.
· Ask the class whether they think the proportion that goes to the producer country is fair. Introduce the idea of ‘Fair Trade’.
