An end to it all

2007 marked the 200th anniversary of the Abolition of the Slave Trade in Britain and the colonies – the first step to outlawing slavery altogether. The campaign to abolish the trade was the first example of mass public protest in Britain, with people from all walks of life working together.
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This can be a sensitive topic to study and may rouse strong feelings regarding both historical atrocities and contemporary issues. The slave trade can be taught as part of English, Geography, History, the Arts, PSHE / PSE / PSED and Citizenship or as a cross-curricular project.
